◆ Reason for the Award ◆ 
Since making her debut in 1970 with the non-fiction work Ruijinyo Shonen: Burajiru wo Tazunete 

(‘Brazil and My Friend Luizinho’), Ms. Kadono has found great success in the world of children’s 

literature, producing picture books, fairy tales, works of children’s literature and translations for 

children ranging from toddlers to teens. Her Chiisana Obake (‘Little Ghost’) series, begun in 1979 

and comprising 23 volumes, has appealed to young readers for over 30 years. Her unique fantasy 

novel Majo no Takkyubin (‘Kiki’s Delivery Service’), loved by children around the world, was adapted 

for a full-length animated feature by the renowned director Miyazaki Hayao. The popularity of the 

novel and the five sequels that followed precipitated the creation of many other works about witches 

by different authors. With these and other achievements, including serving on selection committees 

for children’s literature awards and actively seeking out new talent, Ms. Kadono has made enormous 

contributions to the world of children’s culture.

◆ Profile ◆ 

Born in 1935. Graduated from the School of Education, Waseda University. In 1959, after working for 

a publishing company, Ms. Kadono moved to Brazil, where she lived for two years. She made her 

debut with the non-fiction work Ruijinyo Shonen: Burajiru wo Tazunete (‘Brazil and My Friend 

Luizinho’), published in 1979, about a boy in Sao Paulo who loves dancing the samba. She 

subsequently published many other works, including the Chiisana Obake (‘Little Ghost’) series, Majo 

kara no Tegami (‘Letters from a Witch’), Zubon Sencho-san no Hanashi (‘Tales of an Old Sea 

Captain’), Hana-san no Okyakusama (‘Hana-san’s Visitors’), Majo no Takkyubin (‘Kiki’s Delivery 

Service’) (6-volume series completed in 2009), Sarada de Genki (‘The Get-Well Salad), Odorobo 

Burabura-shi (‘Burabura the Master Thief’), Watashi no Mama wa Shizuka-san (‘My Mom Called 

Shizuka-san’), Odango Soup (‘Dumpling Soup’), Nazonazo Asobi Uta (‘Riddle Rhymes’), Fantajii no 

Umareru Toki (‘The Birth of Fantasy’), and Last Run. A paperback edition of Majo no Takkyubin will 

be released by Kadokawa Bunko in 2013. Majo no Takkyubin was adapted for an animated feature 

by director Miyazaki Hayao in 1989, and in 1992, the story was adapted to the stage for a musical by 

Ninagawa Yukio. In 2012, RKX-International adapted Zubon Sencho-san no Hanashi for a musical 

(Zubon Sencho Fifi & the Seven Seas), which will also be performed in 2013. Ms. Kadono is a 

visiting professor at Nihon Fukushi University and Kyoto Tachibana University. She currently lives in 

Kanagawa.

◆ Reason for the Award ◆ 

IMAFUJI Hisayuki is the most active nagauta vocalist in nagauta performances, teaching and 

accompanying Japanese dances and kabuki performances. He started his career by learning 

nagauta with the late master IMAHUZI (IMAFUJI) Tyôhisa in Kôbe. In 1961 he decided to become a 

professional nagauta musician and moved to Tôkyô to learn it under the strict guidance of IMAHUZI 

Tyôzyûrô III and his elder sister, IMAHUZI Ayako. He succeeded in forming his own style of nagauta. 

In addition to nagauta, he learned ogie-busi (another genre of syamisen music) and is now active 

with the stage name of Ogie Rokyô. He also organized Sôbu Kurumaza, a group of musicians and 

dancers, in order to combine music and dance more organically and to realize new creative stages. 

His performances are highly acclaimed in terms of his stable performing skills and his deep insight 

into musical works.         (Music Award - Japanese Traditional Music Selection Committee) 

 

◆ Profile ◆ 

Born in Kôbe in 1937. After completing his compulsory education, he entered the company Kawasaki 

Heavy Industries in 1953 and later graduated from Hyogo Prefectural Kobe Technical High School. In 

1955 he became a disciple of the late nagauta musician IMAHUZI (IMAFUJI) Tyôhisa. In 1960 he 

was accredited with the stage name of IMAFUJI Hisayuki. While he was working at Kawasaki Heavy 

Industries, the late IMAHUZI Tyôzyûrô (living national treasure for nagauta) recommended that he 

become a professional musician. He left his job at the company and moved to Tôkyô, where he 

underwent rigorous training by IMAHUZI Tyôzyûrô as well as his elder sister, the late IMAHUZI 

Ayako. In addition to nagauta, he learned ogie-busi (a genre of syamisen music) from the late OGIE 

Royû and in 1964 he was accredited with the stage name of Ogie Rokyô. In 1983 he began teaching 

nagauta at Osaka University of Arts and continued this job until 2012.  

In 1983 he organized the Sôbu Kurumaza group with other musicians and dancers. This group is 

planning to stage its sixteenth performance in April 2014. As the principal nagauta vocalist, he first 

performed《Kanzinchô》for the kabuki stage of KATAOKA Nizaemon, KATAOKA Gatô and KATAOKA 

Hidetarô in August 1971 at the Minamiza in Kyôto. In 1993 he published his recordings as Nihon 

buyôkyoku daizensyû (‘Album of music for Japanese dance’)(CD, Kyôto: Dôhôsya Printing Co.). In 

2007 he performed 《Kanzinchô》in kabuki performances at the Paris Opéra by ITIKAWA Danzyûrô 

and his son. In June 2007 he staged his own recital at Kioi Hall in Tôkyô. Currently he performs for 

significant concerts and dance performances organized by the National Theatre of Japan and NHK. 

He is also focusing on training the next generation of performers.

◆ Reason for the Award ◆ 
Ms. Koyama is highly acclaimed as one of Japan’s premier pianists, captivating audiences with her 

poetic yet dramatic performances. She was born in 1959 in Sendai and completed her studies at 

Tokyo National University of Fine Arts and Music. Her many accomplishments include winning third 

prize at the International Tchaikovsky Competition in 1982 and fourth prize at the International 

Fryderyk Chopin Piano Competition in 1985. Since then, she has engaged in vigorous performance 

activities, and in 2006 she launched a 12-year recital series, slated to end in 2017, which will bring 

her full circle as a performer. Ms. Koyama’s world of the piano is truly beautiful, and hearing her 

music, both dazzling and mellifluous as only music performed for the benefit of others can be, we are 

once again reminded of the power of music.

◆ Profile ◆ 

Michie Koyama is the only Japanese pianist to have won a prize at both the Tchaikovsky and Chopin 

competitions. Ms. Koyama has a vast repertoire, which includes over 60 piano concertos. She has 

performed with numerous prestigious orchestras and conductors. In 2006, she launched a major 

project to give 24 recitals in 12 years. This recital series is now being presented in seven cities in 

Japan (Tokyo, Osaka, Sapporo, Sendai, Nagoya, Fukuoka, and Kitakyushu) and will last until 2017.  

Ms. Koyama has served as a member of the jury in several international competitions, such as the 

Chopin International Piano Competition in 2010 (the 200th anniversary of the birth of Frederic 

Chopin), the Tchaikovsky competition, and the Long-Thibaud Competition.  

Since the Tohoku Earthquake in 2011, Ms. Koyama, as a native of the Tohoku region, has continued 

to visit schools and public facilities affected by the earthquake.  

She has made 27 recordings for Sony. Her last two CDs, “Chaconne” and “Vocalise”, were selected 

as the editor’s choice in the Japanese music magazine, Record Geijyutsu.

◆ Reason for the Award ◆ 
The string quartet plays a central role in classical music in the West, but in Japan, it is still 

exceedingly difficult for a musical group to succeed by performing only as a string quartet. But since 

its founding in 1986, Quartetto Classico has presented splendid performances full of truth and 

expressiveness, with great technical prowess and a deep intellectual understanding. Their repertoire 

spans a wide range of genres, from Baroque works to Romantic and twentieth century pieces. The 

group has also made several recordings. Their repertoire includes more than 70 works, all of which 

they play from memory, a stunning achievement that gives them a unique standing among musical 

ensembles. We present this award to Quartetto Classico in recognition of their steadfast efforts and 

their numerous accomplishments in a genre that tends to be overlooked in Japan, and in anticipation 

of even greater achievements in the future.

◆ Profile ◆ 
Quartetto Classico was founded in 1986 by alumni from Tokyo National University of Fine Arts and 

Music and the university’s graduate school. Their repertoire includes around 70 works, all of which 

they play from memory. Their approach to the music is highly creative, demonstrating a finely-tuned 

capacity for concentration and featuring warm, clear harmonies. Although all of the members also 

play period instruments, they use modern instruments when performing as a quartet. The group is 

currently performing four concerts, including “SQW Series”, “You Can See the Music! In 

Shin-Yurigaoka”, “Haydn’s Room”, and “There is Fun in Difficulty!”. They have also presented many 

lecture-concerts. In 1996, they became the first Japanese musicians to perform with the outstanding 

composer Steve Reich, from New York, in “Different Trains”. They performed with the dance 

company Nomade~s in Greece in 1999. They also performed in Germany in 2005. Their recordings 

released to date include Beethoven’s “Late String Quartets Nos. 12-16” (4 CDs), Bach’s “The Art of 

the Fugue”, Schubert’s “Death and the Maiden”, Mozart’s “Haydn String Quartets” (3 CDs), and the 

complete string quartets of Bartok (2 music CDs and a CD of commentary).

Overview of the TonenGeneral Children’s Culture Award and the TonenGeneral Music Awards 
 
The TonenGeneral Children’s Culture Award and the TonenGeneral Music Awards were established 

to honor outstanding individuals and groups who have contributed to the improvement and prosperity 

of children’s culture and music culture in Japan. Each year, an individual or group is selected for 

each of the four awards, which include the Children’s Culture Award, the Music Award - Japanese 

Traditional Music, the Music Award - Western Classical Music, and the Music Award - Western 

Classical Music Promotion. A trophy and a monetary award of 2 million yen are presented to each 

awardee. 

 

TonenGeneral Children’s Culture Award 

Established in 1966 and now in its forty-eighth year, the TonenGeneral Children’s Culture Award has 

grown to become a time-honored award. One feature of this award is the wide variety of awardees 

and genres for which it is presented. Past awardees, which have been selected from various 

professions involved in children’s culture and encompass everyone from nationally-renowned 

personalities to those who conduct their activities on a local level, have included authors, scholars, 

researchers, critics, singers, actors, the director of a wild grass garden, the editor and publisher of a 

children’s newspaper, a puppetry carnival steering committee and the head of a children’s musical 

troupe. 

 

TonenGeneral Music Awards 

Established in 1971, the Music Awards are now in their forty-third year. The Western Classical Music 

Promotion division was created in 1989 to provide encouragement to promising young musicians 

who are sure to have an impact on the future of music in Japan. In the Japanese Traditional Music 

division, twenty past awardees have been designated as Living National Treasures. Features of the 

awards include divisions for both Japanese traditional music and Western classical music, and 

recognition not only of a particular year’s activities but of accomplishments to date.

The recommendation of award candidates is commissioned to influential individuals in the children’s 

culture and music fields. The selection committees refer to the recommendations in determining the 

award recipients.
